-pvalue, --priority=value

By default, all questions are shown, even if they have already been answered. If this
parameter is set though, only questions that have not yet been seen will be asked.

Prevent dpkg-reconfigure from reloading templates. Use with caution; this will prevent
dpkg-reconfigure from repairing broken templates databases.
